Cutlery Roll: Base

fold down when finished

Print this page and Pocket page.

Cut fabric to entire A4 page size, extend this
pattern to the right to fit more cutlery pieces
if desired. Hem all edges and sew pocket onto
base. Sew seams for each cutlery piece. The
top folds down to keep cutlery clean. Close
with press stud tabs, ribbon or fabric ties.
